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DESCRIPTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE DIPLOMA
PROGRAMME
CHAPTER I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme (hereinafter referred to as the
“Education Programme”) is intended to be implemented at the Vilnius Private
Gymnasium (Code 191784577), the registered office/place of study of which is located
at V. Grybo St. 7, LT-10313 Vilnius, Lithuania.

2. The Description of the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme (hereinafter
referred to as the “Description”) shall set out the goal and objectives of the Education
Programme, as well as the competencies and qualifications, curriculum, methods and
tools, assessment system for the students’ learning achievements and progress, age of
the students (in years) and the form of learning.

3. The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme is a two-year programme from
the International Baccalaureate Organisation for individuals with a basic or equivalent
education.

4. The age of the students enrolled in the Education Programme is 16-19 years.

5. The duration of the Education Programme is two years, and it is intended for 3rd and
4th grade students at the gymnasium.

6. The learning form of the Education Programme shall be in groups.

7. The language of the Education Programme shall be English. All subjects except the
mother tongue and foreign languages shall be taught in English.

CHAPTER 11
MISSION, GOAL AND OBJECTIVES OF THE EDUCATION PROGRAMME

8. The mission and goal of the International Baccalaureate shall be to educate youth to
become individuals who are constantly seeking knowledge, who are educated,
intelligent and attentive to the environment, who understand and respect cultural
differences and who help to create a better and more peaceful world. For this purpose,
the International Baccalaureate, along with the related schools, governments and
international organisations, has developed and is constantly updating the education
programmes that stand out due to their high academic standards and sound methods of
evaluation. Students in International Baccalaureate schools around the world are



encouraged to be active, caring, lifelong learners, who recognise that those who think
otherwise may also be right. The Education Programme shall be based on the principles
and methods of holistic education.
9. The International Baccalaureate Programme may be effectively combined with the
national education programmes.
10. Objectives of the Education Programme:
10.1. To ensure a wide choice of subjects;
10.2.To educate multilingual students, and to promote the learning of
languages, especially the mother tongue;
10.3.To promote a deep understanding of the subjects and, through an
integrated course in cognitive theory, to help the students understand the
essence of cognition;
10.4.To ensure comprehensive education that combines physical, mental,
emotional and ethnic personality traits;
10.5. To form a positive attitude towards learning and to promote the pursuit of
higher education;
10.6.To develop the students' international thinking and ability to evaluate
events, taking into account not only the local but also the global context;
10.7.To develop the learning, academic, emotional and social skills and
competences required for successful learning, careers and lives;
10.8.To be guided by a unified, rigorous and credible assessment that is
recognised by the world’s best universities.

CHAPTER III

COMPETENCIES AND QUALIFICATIONS DEVELOPED BY THE EDUCATION
PROGRAMME

11. The International Baccalaureate seeks to educate broad-minded people who feel like
members of the entire human community, and who are responsible for preserving the
planet and helping to build a better and more peaceful world. The competencies to be
developed shall be identified in the document from the International Baccalaureate
called the Learner Profile. This document stipulates that the students of the International
Baccalaureate shall be educated to be:

11.1. Curious researchers. They are curious, active and independent, seeking to
discover and explore new things; they experience the joy of learning, while
knowing how to learn independently and in collaboration with others.
Their desire for lifelong learning shall last a lifetime.

11.2. Completely educated. They are interested in various areas of human
activity, various world phenomena and processes, and they examine
various approaches and assessments. In such a way, they deepen their
knowledge and broaden their own horizons.

11.3. Able to think. Critical thinking and creativity help the students solve
complex problems; they make informed and ethical decisions.

11.4. Easy to communicate with. They accept information and express thoughts
in more than one language; they collaborate effectively and willingly with
others.

11.5. Has principles. They adhere to moral norms, behave honestly, diligently
and fairly, respect the dignity of another person, and value the opinions of
a group or community. They take responsibility for their own actions and
the consequences.

11.6.Open to the world. They appreciate both one’s own culture, customs and
personal experience, and the attitudes, values and traditions of other
individuals or communities. Finds interest in hearing different opinions
and evaluating them. In this way, they enrich their own experience and
learn to improve.

11.7. Caring. They are able to feel compassion, respect other people’s feelings
and understand their expectations. They feel a duty to help others.

11.8.Not afraid to take risks. They are not afraid of unexpected situations,
cleverly look for solutions, and like to try new ideas and activities. They
boldly defend their own point of view.

11.9. Versatile. They realise that one will create well-being for himself/herself
and those around him/her when in pursuit of mental, physical and
emotional harmony.

11.10. Self-critical. They can evaluate their own learning experience, and
understand their own strengths and weaknesses. Improves by learning.

Students who successfully pass the six final examinations and receive positive
cognitive theory, extended essay grades, and complete their tasks concerning creativity,
activity, and community service activities shall be awarded an Intemational
Baccalaureate Diploma.

Persons who have completed part of an International Baccalaureate Diploma
programme (the individual subjects offered by it) or an International Baccalaureate
Diploma programme, but who have not fulfilled all the established requirements, shall
be issued with an International Baccalaureate Certificate.

In Lithuania, the determination of the equivalence of the International Baccalaureate
diploma subjects and the transfer of grades shall be regulated by the Description of the
Procedure for Competing Persons Admitted to Foreign Institutions or International
Organisations for Admission to State-Funded Higher Education Places approved by
Order of the Minister of Education and Science of 19 June 2020 No. V-932 “On the
Approval of the Description of the Procedure for the Admission of Persons who have
Acquired an Education in Foreign Institutions or in the Educational Programmes of
International Organisations for Admission to State-Funded Places of Study in Higher
Education Institutions”.

Person with a secondary education under the international baccalaureate diploma
program, his / her subjects required for admission | In Lithuania, the evaluations of
equivalences and certificates for short-cycle, first-cycle and monastic state funding
study places and applicants for study scholarships for compiling the competition
queue and calculating the competition score are determined by the institution
authorized by the Ministry of Education and Sports to organize general admission.



CHAPTER IV

CONTENTS OF THE EDUCATION PROGRAMME
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16. The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme shall consist of the core of the
Diploma Programme and six subject groups.

17. The core of the Diploma Programme shall consist of three mandatory components that
are aimed at broadening the students’ learning experiences and encouraging them to
apply their knowledge and skills.

18. The three required components of the Programme (core subjects) shall be:

18.1. Cognitive theory — a 100-hour course that teaches the student to
understand and explain the essence of cognition, as well as to critically
evaluate the different ways of cognition (sensory perception, emotions,
language and mind) and the areas of cognition (ethics, natural and social
sciences, arts, mathematics and history).

18.2. Extended essay —an independent 4,000-word scientific paper; the research
question shall be chosen from any one study subject. It is recommended
that the student should spend 40 hours writing an essay.

18.3. Creativity, activity and community service shall be a programme that
allows the students to choose extracurricular activities, according to their
hobbies and abilities. Students shall be encouraged to take the initiative,
work in groups, evaluate their opportunities and achievements, and realise
their responsibilities as members of the community. Such activities must
be attended each week for two years, or 18 months (2 hours per week).

19. Six subject groups:

19.1. Mother tongue and literature.



19.2. Foreign language learning (1st and 2nd foreign languages).
19.3. Individuals and societies (social sciences).
19.4. Natural and applied sciences.

19.5. Mathematics.
19.6. Arts (or one optional subject from Groups 1-5).

20. International Baccalaureate students must study one subject from each group.
21. Students may choose to study:

21.1.three subjects at an advanced level (hereinafter referred to as the AL), and
three at a standard level (hereinafter referred to as the SL);
21.2. four subjects at an advanced level (AL), and three at a standard level (SL).

the case of the SL it shall be 150 hours over two years.

22. The minimum number of hours devoted to the AL course shall be 240 hours, and in

CHAPTER YV
METHODS AND TOOLS USED IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

24. The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme shall use modern Approaches to
Teaching and Approaches to Learning methods in order to help students develop all the
necessary competencies.

25. The teacher shall choose active, innovative teaching methods that encourage thinking
and continuous learning, as recommended by the International Baccalaureate
Organisation.

26. The teaching methods shall be selected and adjusted based on the results of the
assessments (formative and summative).

27. The teaching methods shall be chosen with a special focus on:

27.1. Research-based learning. The research learning cycle —action, reflection,
constant interest, deepening of knowledge and analysis. Much attention
shall be paid to experiments and problem solving.

27.2. Conceptual understanding. Students shall learn to move from concrete to
abstract thinking and to transfer their learning into new contexts.
Interactions between concepts, content and skills shall be sought.

27.3. Taking into consideration the local and global context.

27.4. Group work and collaborations.

27.5. Differentiation.

28. Learning methods avalanche:

28.1. Thinking skills: knowledge acquisition, perception, application, analysis,
synthesis, evaluation, dialectical thinking and metacognitive skills;

28.2. Communication skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, sight,
presenting, non-verbal communication, seeking feedback, evaluation and
self-assessment;

28.3. Social skills: ability to take responsibility, respect for others,
cooperation, conflict resolution, finding solutions to problems in groups,
ability to assume and perform various group functions, ability to accept
various and different approaches, ability to accept different opinions;

28.4. Self-management skills: organisation, time management, safety, healthy
living, codes of conduct, conscious choice and the ability to seek help
when needed;

28.5. Research skills: question formulation, observation, planning, data
collection, recording, organisation, interpretation and the presentation of
research results.

29. Various tools shall be used in organising and implementing the International

Baccalaureate Programme:

29.1. Learning from textbooks published in the United Kingdom and approved
by the International Baccalaureate Organisation;

29.2. Students shall have access to fully-equipped science laboratories (based
on the national and TB requirements);

29.3. Self-service library, provided with the necessary literature in various
languages, encyclopedias, periodicals and databases;

29.4 Premises suitable for teaching students, equipped with the necessary
furniture, IT tools (interactive whiteboards, computer, wireless internet)
and visual materials;

29.5. Teachers shall be provided with the necessary teaching aids, as well as
having access to International Baccalaureate materials.

CHAPTER VI

EDUCATION PROGRAMME SYSTEM FOR THE ASSESSMENT OF A
STUDENT’S LEARNING ACHIEVEMENTS AND PROGRESS

The assessment of the students’ achievements in the Education Programme shall be an
integral part of the teaching and learning. The aim of the assessment shall be to provide
continuous and informative feedback, help the student and promote lifelong learning.
The process of education in the classes of an International Baccalaureate shall take place
in the same way as in the classes of the Vilnius Private Gymnasium, while working in
accordance with the national programme. The educational process shall take place over
half a year. After each half-year, the half-year result shall be recorded. At the end of the
school year, the annual result shall be recorded. The assessment shall be formative and
summative. When assessing in the formative way, students shall be assessed for their oral
answers, written work, project and experimental work, career achievement portfolios and
research activities. Students shall be encouraged to perform self-reflection, which is why
they are taught various ways of reflection.
The assessment method shall be based on set criterion. All subjects shall have criteria set
by the International Baccalaureate Organisation that are directly related to the aims and
objectives of the subject.
A 7-point grading scale shall be used. Evaluation criteria:
33.1. Cognitive theory and the extended essay shall be rated with the letters
A-E, where A shall mean the highest grade. These two grades shall be
summed in a diploma points matrix and will range from 0 to 3 points.
33.2. Creativity, activity and community service shall not be valued, but
must be completed in order for a diploma to be awarded.
The assessments of the subjects of the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme
shall be converted in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Education and Science
of the Republic of Lithuania of 26 January 2012 “On the Approval of the
Recommendations on the Credit of the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme
or a Part thereof”.
At the end of the second year of study (May), final examinations shall be held in all six
subjects, for which the task shall be prepared by the Examination and Assessment Centre
of the International Baccalaureate Organisation (hereinafter referred to as the “IBO”).
According to the schedule set by the IBO, the examinations shall take place
simultaneously (in May) in all schools offering the International Baccalaureate in the
Northern Hemisphere. The final examination for each subject shall consist of two or three
parts.
The assessment shall be both internal and external.

36.1. Internal assessment — two or three works of each subject shall be
performed by the student and evaluated by the gymnasium teacher: oral
monologues, essays, research projects, project work, laboratory work or
an exhibition. This assessment shall amount to about 20-30 percent of the



final grade. The internal evaluation shall be moderated by the IBO:
several works shall be sent for a re-assessment.

36.2. External assessment. The translation shall be provided by the
gymnasium. The external assessment shall account for 70 to 80 percent
of the final grade. External evaluators shall assess the extended essay, the
tasks of the final examinations and the literature essay. The examination
papers shall be assessed by external evaluators working in International
Baccalaureate schools or universities in various countries; their
assessments shall be moderated and final grades shall be approved by the
IBO Examination and Assessment Centre in Cardiff.

37. All work shall be assessed according to the uniform assessment criteria of the International
Baccalaureate; a 7-point scale shall be used.

38. The sum of the final examination points shall consist of six examination points and
additional points for the extended essay and the cognitive theory essay. A minimum of 24
points shall be required to obtain a diploma; the maximum amount of points shall be 45.
